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Session 4 Jesus’ Beauty: Progressive Revelation in Isaiah 1-12
In Isaiah 1-12, God gives us a dynamic, progressive revelation of the beauty of Jesus in context to His worldwide leadership in the Millennium. in Isaiah 2, we see Israel’s prophetic destiny as God’s choice vehicle to release His glory to all nations. Only hints of Israel’s king are seen here (Isa. 2:2–5). In Isaiah 4, God promises to reveal Jesus’ beauty as He purifies the survivors of Israel and the land. Only a few details about His beauty are given in this passage (Isa. 4:2–6). In Isaiah 9, we begin to see the beauty of the personage of Israel’s King Jesus. He has both divine attributes (abilities) and a human nature. He is the son who rules over all the government and is called wonderful, counselor, mighty God, everlasting Father, prince of peace (Isa. 9:6).  In Isaiah 11, we see Jesus’ leadership and impact as the king of nations who leads all nations. His leadership changes things drastically, including the animal kingdom. 

I. Israel’s prophetic destiny to release God’s glory to all nations (Isa. 2)

2Now it shall come to pass in the latter days that the mountain of the Lord’s house shall be established on the top of the mountains and shall be exalted above the hills; and all nations shall flow to it. 3Many people shall come and say, “Come, and let us go up to the mountain of the Lord, to the house of the God of Jacob; He [Jesus] will teach us His ways, and we shall walk in His paths.” For out of Zion [Jerusalem] shall go forth the law, and the word of the Lord from Jerusalem. 4He [Jesus] shall judge between the nations and rebuke many people; they shall beat their swords into plowshares and their spears into pruning hooks; nation shall not lift up sword against nation, neither shall they learn war anymore. 5O house of Jacob…let us walk in the light of the Lord. (Isa. 2:2-5)

A. Isaiah 2 shows Israel’s prophetic destiny as God’s choice vehicle to release His glory to all nations. Israel will be vindicated before all the nations after the crisis of the great tribulation. Israel is highlighted in this passage. Her great King Jesus is only hinted at as one who teaches the wisdom to the nations (Isa. 2:3) and judges and rebukes wickedness in their midst (Isa. 2:4).  Jerusalem shall be the worldwide center to give revelation of God and His ways. It will be also be the center of worldwide peace because Jesus’ authority will be enforced, and international peace will be established.

B. The earth shall be full of the knowledge of the Lord as the waters cover the sea (Isa. 11:9-10; 6:3; 33:17; Hab. 2:14; Num. 14:21; Jer. 31:34; Hos. 2:20; 6:3). This knowledge will flow from Jerusalem and fill all the nations of the earth and will be the foundation of all spheres of life including all the earth’s government and environment. In other words, Jesus will disciple the nations (Mt. 28:19). At the center of this global manifestation of God’s glory (Isa. 11:9) will be the saved remnant of Israel in the restored land of Israel. The earth shall be full of the knowledge of the Lord as the waters cover the sea (Isa. 11:9). The spirit of the knowledge of God resting by the Spirit on Jesus the Messianic King (Isa. 11:2) will be imparted to all nations worldwide (Isa. 2:4) as part of Jesus’ mandate to disciple nations. The whole world becomes God’s own sanctuary. 
10For the Gentiles shall seek Him, and His resting place shall be glorious. (Isa. 11:10) 

14For the earth will be filled with the knowledge of the glory of the Lord as the waters cover the sea. (Hab. 2:14) 

21Truly, as I live, all the earth shall be filled with the glory of the Lord (Num. 14:21) 

3One cried to another and said: “Holy, holy, holy is the Lord of hosts; the whole earth is full of His glory!” (Isa. 6:3) 

17Your eyes will see the King in His beauty… (Isa. 33:17) 

34“No more shall every man teach his neighbor, and every man his brother, saying, ‘Know the Lord,’ for they all shall know Me, from the least of them to the greatest of them.” (Jer. 31:34) 

20“I will betroth you to Me in faithfulness, And you shall know the Lord.” (Hos. 2:20) 

3Let us pursue the knowledge of the Lord. His going forth is established as the morning; He will come to us like the rain, like the latter and former rain to the earth. (Hos. 6:3) 
II. Jesus’ beauty highlighted as He purifies Israel (Isa. 4)

2In that day the Branch of the Lord [Jesus] shall be beautiful and glorious; and the fruit of the earth shall be excellent and appealing for those of Israel who have escaped. 3And it shall come to pass that he who is left in Zion and remains in Jerusalem will be called holy–everyone who is recorded among the living in Jerusalem. 4When the Lord has washed away the filth of the daughters of Zion [Jerusalem] and purged the blood of Jerusalem from her midst, by the spirit of judgment and by the spirit of burning, 5then the Lord will create above every dwelling place of Mount Zion [Jerusalem], and above her assemblies, a cloud and smoke by day and the shining of a flaming fire by night. For over all the glory there will be a covering. 6And there will be a tabernacle for shade in the daytime from the heat, for a place of refuge, and for a shelter from storm and rain. (Isa. 4:2-6) 

A. The revelation of the beauty of Jesus is prophesied without giving many details about Him. God promises to show forth the Jesus’ beauty as the One who purifies the survivors of Israel and their land so they can be God’s choice vessels to fill the earth with His glory (Isa. 4:2–6; 28:5; 33:17). 
2In that day the Branch of the Lord (Jesus) shall be beautiful and glorious… (Isa. 4:2) 

5In that day the Lord of hosts will be for a crown of glory and a diadem of beauty to the remnant of His people. (Isa. 28:5) 

17Your eyes will see the King in His beauty. (Isa. 33:17) 

4One thing I have desired of the Lord, that will I seek: that I may dwell in the house of the Lord all the days of my life, to behold the beauty of the Lord… (Ps. 27:4) 
B. Jesus as Israel’s leader will show forth His beauty as He purifies the survivors of Israel and the land. Israel will then become witnesses of Jesus’ beauty as they experience His purification, protection, and shade. The remnant of Israel will be saved, and Jerusalem will be filled with God’s glory (Isa. 4:2–6). All who survive the Tribulation will be holy (v. 3) and will witness God’s purifying work (v. 4- 6).

III. beauty of Jesus: the human and divine rule of the earth (Isa. 9) 

6For unto us a Child is born, unto us a Son is given; and the government will be upon His shoulder. And His name will be called Wonderful, Counselor, Mighty God, Everlasting Father, Prince of Peace. 7Of the increase of His government and peace there will be no end, upon the throne of David and over His kingdom, to order it and establish it with judgment and justice from that time forward, even forever. The zeal of the Lord of hosts will perform this. (Isa. 9:6-7) 

In Isaiah 9, we see the beauty of the personage of Israel’s King Jesus. He has both divine attributes (abilities) and a human nature. He is the Son that rules all the government and is called Wonderful, Counselor, Mighty God, Everlasting Father, and Prince of Peace (Isa. 9:6). In other words, His beauty (Isa. 4:2) will be shown forth as He manifests His names. 

IV. King of kings: The character of Jesus’ Millennial leadership (isa. 11)

In Isaiah 11, we see Jesus’ leadership and impact as the King of nations (Isa. 11:1–16). His leadership changes things drastically, including the animal kingdom (Rom. 8:19-22). As head of the nations, He causes the remnant of Israel to return to the land. The child of Isaiah 9 will show forth His beauty in His leadership that establishes righteousness, safety, harmony, and safety for the Jewish refugees. 
A. Jesus’ 7-fold mantel: the power in which Jesus rules the nations in righteousness (Isa. 11:2; 61:1) 

1There shall come forth a Rod (shoot) from the stem (stump) of Jesse, and a Branch shall grow out of his roots. 2The Spirit of the Lord shall rest upon Him, the Spirit of wisdom and understanding, the Spirit of counsel and might, the Spirit of knowledge and of the fear of the Lord. 3His delight is in the fear of the Lord. (Isa. 11:1-3a)

1“The Spirit of the Lord God is upon Me, because the Lord has anointed Me to preach good tidings to the poor; He has sent Me to heal the brokenhearted, to proclaim liberty to the captives and the opening of the prison to those who are bound… (Isa. 61:1) 
B. Jesus’ supernatural leadership style and values and practices (Isa. 11:3-5) 

3His delight is in the fear of the Lord, and He shall not judge by the sight of His eyes nor decide by the hearing of His ears; 4But with righteousness He shall judge the poor, and decide with equity for the meek of the earth; He shall strike the earth with the rod of His mouth, and with the breath of His lips He shall slay the wicked. 5Righteousness shall be the belt of His loins, and faithfulness the belt of His waist. (Isa. 11:3-5)

C. Jesus’ rule produces safety and harmony in all spheres of life, even amongst wild animals 

6The wolf also shall dwell with the lamb, the leopard shall lie down with the young goat, the calf and the young lion and the fatling together, and a little child shall lead them. 7The cow and the bear shall graze; their young ones shall lie down together, and the lion shall eat straw like the ox. 8The nursing child shall play by the cobra’s hole, and the weaned child shall put his hand in the viper’s den. 9They shall not hurt nor destroy in all My holy mountain, for the earth shall be full of the knowledge of the Lord as the waters cover the sea. (Isa. 11:6-9)

20“No more shall an infant from there live but a few days, nor an old man who has not fulfilled his days; for the child shall die 100 years old, but the sinner being 100 years old shall be accursed. 21They shall build houses and inhabit them; they shall plant vineyards and eat their fruit. 22They shall not build and another inhabit; they shall not plant and another eat; For as the days of a tree, so shall be the days of My people, and My elect shall long enjoy the work of their hands. 23They shall not labor in vain, nor bring forth children for trouble; for they shall be the descendants of the blessed of the Lord, and their offspring with them. 24It shall come to pass that before they call, I will answer; and while they are still speaking, I will hear. 25The wolf and the lamb shall feed together, the lion shall eat straw like the ox, and dust shall be the serpent’s food. They shall not hurt nor destroy in all My holy mountain,” says the Lord. (Isa. 65:20-25) 
D. Jesus’ end-time, worldwide leadership bring the nations to salvation (Isa. 11:10) 

10In that day there shall be a Root of Jesse (Jesus), who shall stand as a banner to the people; For the Gentiles shall seek Him, and His resting place shall be glorious (Temple). (Isa. 11:10)
E. Jesus will gather the end-time remnant of Israel (Isa. 11:11–12) 

11It shall come to pass in that day that the Lord shall set His hand again the second time to recover the remnant of His people who are left, from Assyria (Iraq) and Egypt, from Pathros (island of Pathros near Nile Valley in Egypt) and Cush (Ethiopia), from Elam (Persia) and Shinar (southern Iraq), from Hamath (Syria) and the islands of the sea (Mediterranean). 12He will set up a banner for the nations and will assemble the outcasts of Israel and gather together the dispersed of Judah from the four corners of the earth. (Isa. 11:11–12)

F. The end-time remnant of Israel shall be unified and defeat Jordan (Isa. 11:13–14) 

13Also the envy of Ephraim shall depart, and the adversaries of Judah shall be cut off; Ephraim shall not envy Judah, and Judah shall not harass Ephraim. 14But they shall fly down upon the shoulder of the Philistines toward the west; together they shall plunder the people of the East [Jordan]; they shall lay their hand on Edom and Moab; and the people of Ammon shall obey them. (Isa. 11:13-14)

G. The miracle power to help the remnant of Israel like in the days of Moses (Isa. 11:15–16)

15The Lord will utterly destroy the tongue of the Sea of Egypt; with His mighty wind He will shake His fist over the River, and strike it in the seven streams, and make men cross over dry-shod. 16There will be a highway for the remnant of His people who will be left from Assyria, as it was for Israel in the day that he came up from the land of Egypt. (Isa. 11:15-16)
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
