What General Booth Had to Say
About Divine Healing

From the War Cry—Nov. 21, 1914

A good deal of attention is given to
what are known as the extraordinary “gifts
of the Spirit”; that is, the ability to do
something which is beyond the power of
man to do without the direct operation of
God. Such gifts as these were, without
doubt, possessed by the Apostles, both be-
fore and after the death of our Lord. They
had the gift of tongues; that is, they re-
ceived suddenly the power to speak
languages which they had never learned.
They had the gift of healing; that is, they
cured the sick, opened the eyes of the
blind, unstopped the ears of the deaf, and
restored the dead to life instantly with-
out the use of ordinary means.

They wrought miracles; they caused
events to happen that were contrary to the
usual course of nature.

Those were very remarkable gifts, prov-
ing that God was with them, because no
man could do these things unless God was
operating directly through him.

These gifts were useful, inasmuch as
they called attention to those who pos-
sessed them, declared that the mission of
these officers was Divine, and justified
men everywhere in believing what they
had to say.

For this reason they were important to
the world, and their possession today
might be a great blessing to mankind.
There is not a word in the Bible which
proves that we may not have them at the
present time, and there is nothing in expe-
rience to show they would not be as use-
ful today as in any previous period of the
Church history.

No man, therefore, can be condemned
for desiring them, and the recent remark-
able signs and wonders wrought amongst
us not only demand, but shall have our
most profound and sympathetic consider-
ation.

It must never be forgotten that all real
healing whether of body or soul, whether
accomplished in a moment or in a year of
time, whether done apparently without, or
through, the use of means is alike effected
by the direct operations of the power of
God. It is God who saves.

And it must ever be remembered that
all gifts—ordinary or extraordinary—
alike come from God. If God were to come
to you offering to bestow upon you these
extraordinary gifts of which we are speak-
ing; if He said, “I will give you the power
to heal the sick; upon whomsoever you
lay hands, they shall be healed of what-
ever sickness they have; at your command
the devils shall be cast out, and those gifts
shall not be allowed to be idle. They must
be exercised solely for My glory and the
salvation of precious souls; they shall not
be used to make money, or give pleasure,
or in any shape or form promote your
own honour and glory and bigness,” what
would you say? Would you not cry out,
“Far be it from me, Lord, that I should
desire Thy gifts to spend them on selfish-
ness and lusts. If Thou wilt give them 1
will not sell or use or barter them for
either money or pleasure or fame, or any-
thing else; but, on the contrary, I will
faithfully and constantly employ them for
Thy glory, to induce men to save their
souls, and to love and to serve Thee.”

But how is it, with the gifts He has
already imparted—with the hands and feet
and brain and heart and money and time
and influence you already possess?

Are you using these for yourself, or are
they laid on the altar, purified with the
Blood and consecrated in the burning
flame of a holy, spiritual, enthusiastic de-
votion to the interests of your Saviour and
the salvation of the Blood-bought world?

Far be it from me to say one word that
would stay the longing of any heart for
the extraordinary gifts already men-
tioned. I long for them myself. I believe in
their necessity, and I believe they are
already amongst us.

By all means let us have the perfection
of the Divine method of working.

The poor infidel world should be made
to see all of God that is possible, in order
that it may believe.

Let us covet, let us seek earnestly, nay,
let us never rest until we possess in all
its fulness this celestial passion.

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MY LIFE STORY AND CALL TO
THE HEALING MINISTRY

PART I

I was born on a farm near Pocassell,
Oklahoma, the seventh son in a family of
thirteen children, raised on a farm, and
schooled in the country.

When I was at the age of 12, my brother,
who had just been converted under an old
brush arbor a few weeks previously, took
me with him to attend a revival being con-
ducted in the old sway-roofed “Faith Taber-
nacle,” down by the railroad tracks in
Mannford, Oklahoma. Dressed in my coun-
try styled overalls I went, and when asked
to play the piano for the singing, I very
nervously but happily consented. When the
Evangelist made the call for sinners that
night, I was joyfully converted.

From that time I loved to go to the little
church, but many times the work on the
farm kept me in the field until too late to
get to the meeting. Many nights I have
wept from disappointment at not being able
to go to the services.

Called To Preach

At the age of fourteen, while walking in
the woods, hunting for the milk cows, I
began to weep. It seemed foolish to me
and I wondered why I should be crying so
much. [ stopped to pray, kneeling beside
an old limestone rock. The Lord Jesus
spoke to my spirit and made me know that
He had chosen me to preach His Gospel.

At the age of fifteen, I left the farm to
accompany a very fine minister of our com-
munity in conducting some revivals. I shall
never forget the night when I walked out
of my home, leaving my father and mother
in tears. The last of seven sons was leaving.
I knew there were many responsibilities on
the farm, and far too much work for Dad
to do alone, but I knew also that the Lord
had spoken and I must obey.

For two and one-half years 1 accom-
panied this minister in many wonderful re-
vivals which took us through Arkansas and
Oklahoma, and finally into California
where a beautiful young lady from Los
Banos, California, attended our meeting.
She became my wife one year later.

For two years my wife and I traveled in
California, preaching the Gospel of Jesus
Christ. On March 25, 1943, our daughter,
Marie La Vonne, was born but lived only
seven days. The grief and disappointment
of this was almost unbearable, but we de-
termined to press on with the Gospel of
Jesus Christ, and recompense our loss with
spiritual births in the kingdom of heaven.

In the spring of 1944 we drove to Port-
land, Oregon, to conduct a revival and
there became the pastors of the Montavilla
Tabernacle. While in Portland, on January
20, 1945, our son, Tommy Lee, Jr., was
born.

Missionaries in India

Three weeks after his birth, we resigned
the Tabernacle and began seven months
of itinerary work in several states, prepar-
ing to sail for the land of India as mission-
aries. Nearly a year was spent in the great
eastland of India, during which time we
were privileged to see many happy con-
versions. How often since returning to
America we have regretted that we did not
understand the ministry of Divine Healing
while in India, but since we have been for-
tunately enlightened, we greatly anticipate
returning to the East with the message of
healing.

In the fall of 1946, we returned to the
United States, and accepted the pastorate of
the Full Gospel Church of McMinnville,
Oregon. On March 21, 1947, we were bless-
ed with the gift of our little daughter, La
Donna Carol.

During our time of pastoring the church
at McMinnville, God dealt with me in many
wonderful ways. It was during this time
that a lady in our church happened to in-
form me of the death of Dr. Charles S.
Price. T had never met the man but had
read scores of his wonderful sermons, and
through doing so, I had learned to love
the man dearly. When I heard of his death
I went to the church and began to weep
aloud. It seemed as though I could not
contain my grief. The faith heroes of the
past few years began to pass through my
mind like a panorama. I thought of Wig-
glesworth, of Gipsy Smith, of Kenyon, of
Price, of Dowie, and of others, not one of
whom T had ever met or heard preach, but
they were gone forever from this world’s
scene of action. I would never meet them

here. The world would never again feel
the impact and marvelous influence of their
ministry. We would only talk of them and
hear of their exploits of faith. Oh, it broke
my heart. It all seemed very strange to
me as to why it should affect me like it did
when | didn’t even know those people.

I began to ponder it all. I said, “Lord,
those great men are all gone now. And
millions are still dying. Multitudes are still
sick and suffering. To whom will they now
go for help? Who will now stir our large
cities and fill our large auditoriums with
the mighty power of God, healing the sick,
and casting out devils? What will this
world do now?” Thus I questioned in my
heart, and God heard and answered my
questions in a marvelous way, though not
immediately.

Vision of Christ Changes Life

A few days after this, during the month
of July, 1947, we attended the Camp Meet-
ing at Brooks, Oregon, where Hattie Ham-
mond was ministering. After she preached
her wonderful message on “Seeing Jesus,” I
returned home very stirred in my soul.
Hearing this message was another step God
had planned in my life. The next morning
I was awakened by a wonderful vision of
first, the Cross, next the angel Gabriel with
his trumpet, and then the appearing of
Jesus Christ in Person. No tongue can tell
of His splendor and beauty; no language
can explain the magnificence of the power
of His presence. I lay as one dead, unable
to move even a finger or toe, awe-stricken
by His presence.

He was altogether lovely. 1 am held by
unexpressible joy and reverence even now
as [ try to write about it. Of all I had
heard, the half had never been told me
about the wonderful Christ. His hands were
beautiful. They seemed to vibrate with
creative ability. His eyes were as streams
of love pouring forth into my innermost
being; His feet, standing amidst clouds of
transparent glory, seemed to be as pillars
of justice and integrity. His robes were
white as the light. His presence, being en-
hanced with such love and power, drew
me to Him. Oh, the half cannot be told!

After perhaps thirty minutes of utter
helplessness, I was able to arise, and I
went to my study and fell on my face in
full surrender of my entire life to Him
whom I had come to know as “LORD.” My
life was changed. I could never be the
same. Old traditional ideas I had held be-
gan to fade away, and I felt impressed
daily by a nmew and increasing sense of
reverence and serenity. Everything was dif-
ferent. I wanted to please HIM. Oh, how
I wanted to please HIM. That is all that
has mattered since that blessed morning.

Andrew Murray’s Message ot
Divine Healing

Condensed From His Book, “DIVINE HEALING"

What Saith The Scriptures?

The Bible does not authorize us, either
by the words of our Lord or His apostles,
to believe that the Gifts of Healing were
granted only to the early times of the
church; on the contrary, the promise which
Jesus made to the apostles when he gave
them instructions concerning their mis-
sion, shortly before His ascension, appear
to be applicable to all times. (Mark 16:15-
18). Paul places the Gift of Healing among
the operations of the Holy Spirit. James
gives a precise command on this matter
without restriction of time. The entire
Scriptures declare that these graces will be
granted according to the measure of the
Spirit and of faith.

Jesus and The Doctors

The vocation of a physician is one of the
most noble, for a large number of them
seek truly to alleviate the evils and suffer-
ing that burden humanity. Nevertheless, it
is Jesus Himself Who is always the first
and best—the greatest Physician. He heals
when earthly physicians can do nothing,
and His method is quite different. The doc-
tor seeks the use of remedies according to
natural law, while the healing which pro-
ceeds from Christ is Divine power, the
power of the Holy Ghost. When the sick
person applies to Christ for healing, he
learns to reckon no longer upon remedies,
but to put himself in direct relation with
His love and His almightiness. In order to
obtain such healing, he must commence by
confessing and renouncing his sins, and ex-
ercising a living faith.

Healing By Faith, Not By Works

We see also that health as well as salva-
tion is to be obtained by faith. The ten-
dency of man by nature is to bring about
his salvation by his works, and it is only
with difficulty that he comes to receive it
by faith; but when it is a question of the
healing of the body, he has still more dif-
ficulty in seizing it. As to salvation, he
ends it by accepting it because by no other
means can he open the door of heaven;
while for the body, he makes use of well-
known remedies.

Healing Not By Our Power or Holiness

Peter, explaining the healing of the lame
man at the Beautiful Gate, declared it was
“not by our power or holiness.” Such a

testimony is also necessary in view of our
own heart, and of the wiles of Satan. As
long as, through the church’s unfaithful-
ness, the Gifts of Healing are rarely given,
those children of God who have received
these gifts are in danger of priding them-
selves upon them, and of imagining that
they have in themselves some thing espe-
cially meritorious. They should not be
ignorant of Satan’s devices, and they should
pray continually to the Lord to keep them
in humility, the true means of obtaining
more grace.

Healing Given According To The
Measure of Faith

Two questions are often asked: (1) Is
it not God’s will that His children should
sometimes remain in a prolonged state of
sickness? (2) Since it is a recognized thing
that Divine Healing brings with it a greater
spiritual blessing than the sickness itself,
why does God allow certain of His children
to remain sick through many years? The
answer to these two questions is that God
gives to His children according to their
faith. We have noticed that in the same
degree in which the church has become
worldly, her faith in Divine Healing has
diminished until at last it disappeared. Be-
lievers do not seem to be aware that they
may ask God for the healing of their sick-
ness, and that thereby they may be sancti-
fied and fitted for His service. They have
come to seek only submission to His will
and to regard sickness as a means to be
separate from the world. In such condi-
tions the Lord gives them what they ask.
He would have been ready to have given
them yet more, to grant them healing in
answer to the prayer of faith, but they lack-
ed faith to ask for it.

Must Be Bold To Ask In Faith

I speak especially to sufferers who do

not doubt the Lord’s power or His will to
heal in this day without the use of earthly
remedies, but who lack the boldness to ac-
cept haling for themselves. They shrink
back from saying by faith, “The Lord has
heard me, I know He is healing me.” If
you have asked for healing from the Lord,
you must before you are conscious of any
change, be able to say with faith, “On the
authority of God’s Word, I have the as-
surance that He hears me and that I shall
be healed.” To have faith means in your

case to surrender your body absolutely into
the Lord’s hands, and to leave yourself en-
tirely to Him.

To Take Christ As Our Physician
Means To Rely Wholly Upon Him

As we learn to give up to the Lord en-
tirely the care of our health, the smallest in-
dication of the return of the evil is to be
regarded as a warning not to consider our
body, but to be occupied with the Lord
only.

What a contrast this is from the greater
number of sick people who look to healing
from remedies. If a few of them have been
sanctified by the sickness, how many more
are there who are drawn by the sickness
itself, to be constantly occupied with them-
selves and with the condition of their body.
What infinite care they exercise in observ-
ing the least symptom, favourable or un-
favourable! What constant preoccupation
to them is their eating and drinking, the
anxiety to avoid this or that! How much
they are taken up with what they con-
sider due them of others, whether they are
sufficiently thought of, whether well
enough nursed, whether visited often
enough! How much time is thus devoted to
considering the body, and what it exacts
rather than the Lord and the relations
which He seeks to establish with their souls.

All is totally different when healing is
looked for in faith from the Lord. Then
the first thing to learn is: Cease to be
anxious about the state of your body; you
have trusted it to the Lord and He has
taken the responsibility. If you do not see
a rapid improvement immediately, but on
the contrary the symptoms appear to be
more serious, remember you have entered
upon a path of faith, and therefore you
ought not to consider your body, but cling
only to the living God. The commandment
of Christ, “Be not anxious for your body,”
appears here in a new light. (Matt. 6:25.)
At first one might fear to believe that the
Lord will stretch forth His mighty hand
and touch the body: but in studying the
Word of God, the soul takes courage and
confidence. At last one decides saying,
“I yield up my body into the hands of
God; I will leave the care of it to Him.”
Then the body and the sensations are lost
sight of, and only the Lord and His promise
are in view.
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Sickness and Death

An objection is often made that if we
have the promise of always being healed
in answer to prayer, how can it be possible
to die? And some add: How can a sick
person know whether God Who fixes the
time of our life, has not decided that we
should die by such a sickness? In such a
case would it not be useless, and would
it not be a sin to ask for healing?

To this objection it is easy to reply.
Scripture fixes seventy or eighty years as
the ordinary measure of human life. The
believer who receives Jesus as the Healer
of the sick will rest satisfied then with the
declaration of the Word of God. He will
feel at liberty to expect a life of seventy
years, but not longer. Our Heavenly Father
wills as a rule to see His children in good
health that they may labor in His service.
For the same reason He wills to set them
free from sickness as soon as they have
made confession of sin and prayed with
faith for healing. For the believer who has
walked with His Saviour, strong with
strength that proceeds from Divine Healing,
and whose body is consequently under the
influence of the Holy Spirit, it is not nec-
essary that when his time comes to die, he
should die of sickness. To “fall asleep in
Jesus Christ’—such is the death of the
believer when the end of his life is come.

God Glorified By Health Rather
Than Sickness

It is a prevalent idea that piety is easier
in sickness than in health: that silence and
suffering incline the soul to seek the Lord,
and enter into communion with Him bet-
ter. To think this is to ignore that the
healing and its fruits are divine. Divine
Healing on the contrary binds us more
closely to Him.

The sufferer who is led by his sufferings
to give glory to God, does it, so to speak,
by constraint. If he had health and liberty
to choose, it is quite possible that his heart
would turn back to the world. In such a
case the Lord must keep him on one side;
his piety depends on his sickly condition.
This is why the world supposes that re-
ligion is hardly efficacious anywhere but
in sick chambers or death beds, and for
such as have no need to enter into the noise
and stir of every day life. In order that
the world may be convinced of the power of
religion against temptation, it must see the
believer who is in good health walking in
calmness and holiness even in the midst of
work and active life. Doubtless very many
sick people have glorified God by their
patience in suffering, but He can be still
more glorified by a health which He has
sanctified.

Need of God’s Power To Be
Manifested Now

It is permissible to pray in this way now,
to ask the Lord, “Grant thy servants to
speak thy word, with all boldness while
thou stretcheth out thy hand to heal?”
(Acts 4:29-31 R.V.) Let us look into this
question.

Does not the Word of God meet with as
many difficulties in our days as then, and
are not the needs now equally pressing?
True, the world is not as openly hostile to
the church as in the days of the Apostles,
because it has lost its fear of her, but its
flattering words are more to be dreaded
than its hatred. Dissimulation is sometimes
worse than violence.

It not the help of God as necessary now
as then? The Apostles knew well that it
was not the eloquence of their preaching
which caused the truth to triumph, but they
knew the need that the Holy Spirit should
manifest His presence by miracles. Do not
the divine promises concern us also? It
is nowhere found in the Bible that this
promise given to the Apostles was not for
future times. In all ages God’s people
greatly need to know that the Lord is with
them, and to possess the irrefutable proof

of it. Therefore the promise is for us; let
us pray for its fulfillment.
Sin, The Cause of Sickness

In James 5:15-16, as in other Scriptures,
the pardon and healing of sickness are
closely united. James declares that the
pardon of sins will be granted with heal-
ing; and for this reason he desires to see
confession of sin accompany the prayer
which claims healing. We know that the
confession of sin is indispensable to obtain
from God the pardon of sin; it is not less
so to obtain healing. Unconfessed sin pre-
sents an obstacle to the prayer of faith;
in any case the sickness may soon re-
appear, and for this reason.

Sickness is a consequence of sin. It is
because of sin that God permits it; in order
to show us our faults, to chasten us, and
purify us from them. Sickness is therefore
a visible sign of God’s judgment upon sin.
It is not that the one who is sick is neces-
sarily a greater sinner than another who is
in health. On the contrary it is often the
most holy among the children of God whom
He chastens, as we see from the example
of Job. Neither is it always to check some
fault which we can easily determine; it is
especially to draw the attention of the sick
one to that which remains in him of the
egotism of the “old man” and of all which
hinders in him from a life entirely conse-
crated to his God. The first step which the
sick one has to take in the path of Divine
Healing will be therefore to let the Holy
Spirit of God probe his heart and con-
vince him of sin. After which will come,
also, humiliation, decision to break with
sin, and confession. A sincere confession
will be followed by a new assurance of par-
don. “If he have committed sins, they shall
be forgiven him.”

But in the following 32nd verse there is
a further statement that the Lord made in
connection with this judgment that reveals
the startling accuracy of His prophecy. He
declared, “Verily, I say unto you, This
generation shall not pass away, till all be
fulfilled.” Since Christ was crucified in
the year 30 A. D., and a generation accord-
ing to Bible reckoning is forty years, we
might therefore assume that 40 years later,
at 70 A. D., the fulfillment of this judgment
would have taken place. And that is exactly

Coming of Christ we have no right to even
imply, but the reader will no doubt notice
that the following time-patierns seem to
rather obviously indicate the zero-hour of a
great climax.

In view of the fact that a Bible genera-
tion is forty years in length (see Heb. 3:8-
10), the words of Christ in speaking of the
judgment which was to fall upon the gen-
eration of His day, have an interesting
significance. Because the Jews had re-
jected their Messiah, the Lord predicted
the destruction of Jerusalem and the dis-
persion of the population. Luke 21:20-24:

“And when ye shall see Jerusalem com-
passed with armies, then know that the
desolation . . . is nigh . . . and they shall
fall by the edge of the sword, and shall be
led away captive into all nations: and
Jerusalem shall be trodden down of the
Gentiles, until the times of the Gentiles be

what happened. Jerusalem was destroyed
by the armies of Titus in the year 70 A.D.,
and the Jews were dispersed throughout the
world.

The Generation Living at the Time

of The Second Coming

But that is not all. A brief glance at
Luke 21:25-28, shows that the prophecy
must have a double fulfillment, for Jesus
also alluded to the generation living at the
time of His Second Coming, and things
that would occur then:

“And then shall they see the Son of
man coming in a cloud with power and
great glory. And when these things begin
to come to pass, then look up, and lift up
your heads; for your redemption draweth
nigh.”

Every Spirit-filled Christian knows that
we are living in that time spoken of above.
Verse 32 would seem to indicate that events
of the end-time would also occur in the

46 B.C., by none
other than Julius Ceasar. Now, omitting
the year lost when reckoning changes from
B.C. to A.D., we discover that by 1953-54
A.D., the calendar that we use will have
been in existence three cycles of 666 years
each! (See Rev. 13:18 for significance of
the number 666.)

2. The Mohammedan calendar which
dates from the year 622 A.D., will have
been in existence, in the year 1953-54
A.D., just two cycles of 666 years each.

3. The Julian period is not as familiar
to most people as our calendar, but it is a
cycle used by astronomers to determine the
future dates of Easter, which occurs irreg-
ularly from year to year on the first Sun-
day after the first full moon, after the
Vernal Equinox. To determine the date
of Easter for years ahead is a difficult mat-
ter, and is only accomplished by means of
tables which are based on the Julian period.
Any unabridged dictionary shows that the
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Julian Period began in the year 4713 B.C.
Now we note the significant fact (again
leaving out the year lost when B.C. changes
to A.D.) that the 6666th year of the Julian
Period is none other than our year 1953-54.!

4. In the Book of Revelation are two
main prophetic numbers, one is 666; the
other is 1260. Added together they equal
1926. This number in years is the elapsed
time from the beginning of Christ’s min-
istry (27-30 A.D.) to the year 1953-54.

5. Many other time-patterns of the
Bible and of the nations seem to run out
at this time. Among these we show what
apparently is a time-pattern of the history
of our own United States. The reader who
studies the chart on these pages will note
a mathematical design that could scarcely
have happened by chance. There are some
13 cycles of 17 years. At the end of each
of the small cycles, a war is indicated! The
larger half-century cycles indicate a transi-
tion period, one which has occurred in our
time 1929-36 and was marked by the in-
auguration of the New Deal. The number
13 is significant as 13 was the number of
the original colonies and 13 is persistently
found in our national heraldry. (Count the
13’s on coins and on one dollar bills. Ex-
ample: “E Pluribus Unum” has 13 letters.)

The lesson seems clear. World War II
that has never been settled will soon con-
verge into World War III-—the War of
Armageddon. Jesus is coming soon. It is
unscriptural and wrong to attempt to set
the time of Christ’s coming. Still the Lord
told us that when these things came to pass
“to know that our redemption draweth
nigh.” If and when war breaks out—and
it may be a matter of months, there are
possibilities that it will come by the turn
of the year—the weapons are of such dread-
ful order that it seems hard to believe other
than that this will be the climaxing world
catastrophe. Certainly there is not much
more time to work. And for the unsaved
there is not much more time to get saved.

Socialism in England Is Unsuccessful; New B - 36
Bombers Found Invulnerable; More Flying Saucers

Reported; Official Preparations for World War 111

Trouble in England

There is trouble in Britain and there
seems to be no remedy. Despite the fact
that the Marshall Plan has pumped billions
of dollars into circulation in that country,
notwithstanding the fact of the billions in
lend-lease she received and does not have
to pay back, despite the rosy promises
made by the Socialistic Labor Party in
power, England verges on another eco-
nomic crisis, which bids to throw all
Europe into another fearful depression.

This crisis has not been caused because
the population has not worked hard, or be-
cause the people have not been thrifty.
Socialism is a sister to Communism and the
system is just not working. Moreover, no
great revival has swept through the island.
Drinking and carousing steadily increases,
and the nation which prayed for the miracle
of Dunkirk has failed to give God thanks
for her deliverance. There are indeed many
godly people living in the British Isles, but
the majority do not fully realize that the
shadows of judgment are lengthening over
the land. Britain of all nations is the most
vulnerable to the atomic bomb. Just re-
cently her statesmen have become acutely
aware of this and a delegation has been
sent to the U. S. in an effort to secure the
know-how of the bomb.

New Fears Over the B-36

Bombers

The U. S. airforce has taken great pride
in the development of the B-36, a bomber
which is able to travel 400 miles an hour
and carry a bomb-load to any part of the
world. The officers of the airforce be-
lieved they had reasons which justified
their pride. The B-36 bomber could climb
40,000 feet high and at that altitude no jet
plane with a low altitude speed of 600
miles per hour could intercept them. In
actual practice the apparent unvulnerability
of the B-36 was so vividly demonstrated
that high officers of U. S. defense came
to the conclusion that the B-36 was the
great weapon for America to develop. As a
result of this decision work was called off
on the super-carrier that had been begun
by the Navy.

Suddenly new developments have taken
place. Guided missiles have now been per-
fected which can intercept a plane at any
speed and altitude within a range of 75
miles. No details have been given, but pre-
sumably the approaching plane is spotted
by radar, and the intercepting missile is
then sent on its course by directional radio
waves.

As the days of this uneasy peace draw
to a close, let America be warned that no
weapon that her cunning may devise shall

shield her from judgment. Only repent-
ance can save our nation from the fires of
Armageddon. Unfortunately, although a
mighty Visitation of Divine Grace has al-
ready come to the land, America as a
whole, has not turned from her sins. Wick-
edness in our great cities, if anything, con-
tinues to increase in intensity.

The Flying Saucers

Strange stories, indeed, have arisen con-
cerning the supposed appearance of “flying
saucers.” These reports have until recently
been discounted by all reputable authori-
ties. Now however the Army Air Force ad-
mits that there is apparent reality behind
the reports, although they are not pre-
pared to give an explanation of them.
Many responsible persons claimed to have
seen them, and, indeed, a photograph of
“four flying saucers” was taken by the
news reporter John H. Janssen, and pub-
lished in the Morristown Daily Record,
Morristown, N. J., on July 10, 1947.

What are these “flying saucers”? It is
possible, as some think, that they are
guided missiles from a hostile nation. But
we must not forget that we are getting
near the hour when “lying signs and won-
ders” will appear. The magicians of Pha-
raoh were able to turn their rods into ser-
pents, although their serpents were swallow-
ed by the serpent of God’s man, Aaron.
(Exod. 7:8-13.) The foundations of society
are about to be laid bare, and we may ex-
pect to see mankind startled by the appear-
ance of one preternatural occurrence after
another.

U. S. Officially Prepares
For World War II1

Late in July, Congress ratified the At-
lantic Pact, which the President signed and
then followed with a request for a billion
and half dollars to begin rearming Europe
against Russia. U. S. officials made figures
public that Russia is rearming rapidly and
now had 6,000,000 men under arms, and
this number could be doubled in 60 days.
Russia has over a thousand jet fighters to
put in the air at once, and could put 500
heavy bombers on a mission at any time.
She also has a powerful submarine navy,
which is far superior in every way to the
fleet that Hitler had, by which he almost
broke the shipping life line of the Allies
during World War II. Russia undoubtedly
has the atomic bomb: whether she can yet
produce these in large numbers is a ques-
tion. From the evidence that has come in
thus far, we are of the opinion that Russia
is producing atomic bombs but in limited
quantity.
